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FF = Pink flower

Ff = Orange flower

ff = Yellow flower

SS  or Ss Round disk


ss =  shaped disk

CC = Green circle center

Cc = Purple circle center

cc = orange circle center

EE or Ee = long stem (long season crop)

ee = short stem (short season crop)


GG or Gg = dark green stem

gg = light green or yellow stem

MM = 2 leaves

Mm = 4 leaves

mm = 6 leaves

DD or Dd = opposite leaves

dd = alternate leaves

LL  or Ll = Leaf veins

ll = no leaf veins

TT or Tt = tap root (pull lengthwise)

tt = fibrous root (pull sideways)

This exercise is based on precut foam flowers available in craft and discount stores. The exercise may also be done substituting flower parts cut from foam or construction paper. Squares threaded onto end of pipe cleaner may be used instead of flower shape. Number of petals can be used instead of discs and centers as a characteristic. Other characteristics can be added or deleted per teacher’s preference and availability of supplies and time devoted to exercise.
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
